
Keep clear of the point 

of Desborough Island

Bottom Cut Bridge:  do not stop/turn. 

Keep rowing 10-15 strokes straight 

before taking the bend.

Elmbridge Canoe Club: 

look out for crews 

coming downstream 

before turning.

Rowing upstream the Cut: 

stay tucked into the   

Middlesex bank.

Rowing into Old River: stay tucked 

into the Middlesex bank.

Beware of other river users coming 

downstream

Do not stop close to the weir, turn 

well upstream of it unless going to 

Sunbury Lock

Weir - Do not stop 

close, turn well 

upstream or 

downstream of it

Elmbridge Canoe Club

Marinas: beware of 

boats coming out.

Pushing off landing stage:

- watch out for crews coming downstream.

- Cross to the Middlesex bank

- line up with the bank opposite the club, 

stop and look in  front and behind for 

traffic before starting rowing.

Walton Bridge:  do not 

stop or turn next to or 

under the bridge

Stay tucked into the Surrey 

bank when going along the 

weir towards Sunbury Lock

Crossing river towards the Cut: 

keep hugging the bend until 

passing tall mooring posts on 

sculler's left.
